Purpose / Summary

changes to fhe document resulfing from the SRV proposal). To seek Councif's adoption of the amended ISP documens and seek determination of whether Counclinfends fo make an
applcation to IPART for a SRV.

Background
On the 3rd October 2017 (reconvened from 26 September 2017) Council adopted that:

0F'2.5% pa) of 5% n 2018/19, 5% In 2018/20 and 5% in 202021 which wil etain existing Servces, allow moest ‘new” asset spend and move towards meeting all FFTF benchmarks.

A full overview including detail of financial options of the SRV proposal and implications/modeling was previously reported to Council on the 3" October 2017 (reconvens from 267
September 2017). This report contained al the models that have been considered by Council staf and included several options for Council 1o consider, including altemative savings
measures. This information has not been included in ths repor, however should it need {o be reference the report can be found at

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As part of any SRV application to IPART there is a requirement for the Integrated Planning and Reporting documentation of Council to clearly reflect the proposed SRV. For this to occur
the ISP 2017 has been amended to refiect any proposed changes that would arse from a proposed SRY.
In ts 2017118 determination, IPART commented *Overall, we consider on balance the community was adequately consulted, despie the IPSR documentation not discussing the ful extent
ofthe rae rse.”
Before applying 10 IPART for a special variaton to general income, councils must adopt their Community Strategic Plan, Delvery Program, Long Temn Financial Plan and where
applcable, Asset Management Plan. Councils may only apply to IPART for a special varation fo general income based on those adopted IPSR documents. However, councis do not
have to adopt their Operational Plan for the coming year before applying fo IPART for a special rate varation
At the Extraordinary Council meeting on 17 October 2017, Counci considered the report CL 17,250 Pathways to Sustainabilty — Special Rate Variation. At this meefing, Counci resolved
the folloving:

One submission was a specifc equest for a fnding for a project at  location in Shoalhaven, one submission sought answers fo questions fegarding works ndertaken by Counci, three
‘ubmissions were in support of a rates increase. Once subission sought answers {0 a number of questions relaing 1o accounting, staffcosts and ofher matters and three id not support
an increase inrates.

There was also commentary provided via lefers fo he editor and on Facebook. These have not been freated as formal submissions to Counci but wil be recorded n any subsequent

‘Council will be applying for a proposed rate increase under Section 508A of the Local
‘Govermment Act for successive annual increases over three years of 17.1% in 2018/19,
5.0% in 2019720 and 5.0% in 2020121, including the rate peg, which are permanently
retained within the rates base. For 2017/18, IPART determined that the special
variation could be retained in Councir’s general income base for one year and was to be
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removed in 2018/19. The effect of Councir's application is o seek to retain the 132%
special variation (including the Verons Estate component), approved as a one-off
increase in 2017/18, as a permanent increase and for additional special variations
(inclusive of the rate peg) of 5% in 2018/19, 5% in 2019/20 and 5% in 202021, The
proposed special variation is for the purpose of improving Councifs financial
sustainabilty, funding capital expenditure for asset renewal, reducing the infrastructure
backiog and funding asset maintenance. The Verons Estate component is (o fund a
twenty-year loan of $2.3m for the purpose of providing essental infrastructure to the
Estate (fre safety and road infrastructure), so that development can occur.
